Allahabad Fort
-Built by Emperor Akbar in 1583, this majestic fort overlooks the Sangam.
-Houses the sacred Akshayavat tree and Patalpuri Temple.
Anand Bhavan & Swaraj Bhavan
-Former residences of the Nehru-Gandhi family.
‘Includes the Jawahar Planetarium, perfect for science enthusiasts.
Chandrashekhar Azad Park
-A sprawling green space named after the freedom fighter.
-ldeal for morning walks, picnics, and historical reflection.
Khusro Bagh
-A Mughal-era garden and mausoleum complex.
-Features stunning sandstone tombs of royal family members.
All Saints Cathedral
-A Gothic-style Anglican church built during the British Raj
‘Known locally as Patthar Girja (Church of Stone).
